Please indicate in which maritime area(s) State X can intervene to the ship concerned for each of the following situations and explain why.

i. slave trade is in question.

ii. a group of people are trying to enter State X illegally.

a. Can an international lawyer or a court impose/create binding international rules? If yes, how? If no, why?

b. Compare making a reservation to a multilateral treaty and being a persistent objector to a customary rule.
